GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The Series GL-QR/CNV, 5.6 and 8.0 K-factor, Convention-
al (Old Style) Sprinklers described in this data sheet are
quick response, standard coverage, 3mm glass bulb type
sprinklers. These sprinklers are intended to be installed in
the upright or pendent orientations. In either postition, they
produce a spherical water discharge pattern with approxi-
mately 50% of the discharge directed upwards and approx-
imately 50% of the discharge directed downwards. The Na-
tional Fire Protection Association (NFPA) permits the use
of Conventional (Old Style) Sprinklers where special con-
struction features require a unique water distribution; for the
protection of Marine Terminals, Piers, and Wharves, anhd
Fur Vaults.

OPERATION

Upon exposure to heat such as from a fire, the fluid-in.the
bulb expands, compressing the air bubble~within theibulb:
When the air bubble can no longer compress, thée-fluid €x-
pansion causes breakage of the glass-bulb, resulting in’re-
lease of the water seat assembly;and discharge-ofiwater
from the sprinkler.

INSTALLATION

NOTICE

Do not install any bulb-type(spfinkler~ifithe bulb is cracked or
there is loss of liquid from thexbulb. Sprinklers should be tightened
enough to obtain a leak<tight joint.when water pressure is applied
and/or hydrostatic test _is/performed. Sprinklers should not be
overtightened as this,can restit in distortion and subsequent leak-
age. It is recommendéd not to exceed 14 ft.-Ib. (19.0 Nm) torque
for 1/2 inch NPT sprinklerthreads; 20 ft.-Ib. (26.8 Nm) to 3/4 inch
NPT threads:

Step1.  Sprinklérs must be properly oriented.

Step2. With.pipe thread sealant applied to the pipe
threads, hand tighten the sprinkler into the sprin-
kler fitting. Note: Do not grasp the sprinkler by
the deflector.

Step3. Wrench-tighten the sprinkler using only the

appropriate wrench. Wrenches are only to be
applied to the sprinkler wrench flats or wrench
hex as applicable. Note: Do not apply wrench to
frame arms.
